Baikal is a unique lake, one of the wonders of our planet. Truly, it is
nature’s gift not only to Russian people, but also to people around the
world. Baikal-Giant, Baikal-Handsome, Baikal-The Strongest... These are
just some of the nicknames of this incredible body of water.

The lake’s maximum depth is 1,620 meters (a little more than a
mile). There is no other lake on Earth that is as deep as this one. Its age is
15-20 million years. Baikal is 620 km long and 24 to 79 km wide. The fact
that it holds 1/10 of fresh water of the entire planet makes it even more
important. Once every 332 years the water in the lake goes through a
complete change.

Out of 27 islands on Lake Baikal, the biggest one is Ol’hon. It is 73
km long and 11 km wide. 4,000 people live on this beautiful piece of land.

The incredible beauty of Lake Baikal, its picturesque shores and

islands attract a lot of tourists from Russia as well as other countries.
